4. After successful completion of the module, 

fill out the form by typing your name, email 

address, contact number, contact address 

and the school you intend to volunteer at. 

A notification of your successful completion of 

the module will be sent via e-mail to the school 

and also to your email address. Please contact the 

school office if you are unsure when you last did 

your training.
